Prompt:  For this essay you will examine some aspect of the world (media, television, experience, relationships, etc.) around you (you will not be able to analyze the entire world, only your particular living experience) to determine possible causes and effects of the prescribed gender roles in one particular setting.
 

For instance, you may analyze what caused the gender roles we see in popular video games, western dating rituals, Hollywood blockbusters, music videos, commercial television, etc. Begin by considering the social beliefs about how men and women are to act, dress, work, play, etc. in a particular setting in order to determine from where these beliefs about proper behavior and desires originate. Then take those origins and try to find what causes them. You will likely find many causes for the gender roles manifested in the particular medium you choose to examine; I expect you to narrow the selection down to just a handful or even one primary cause. 

 

Once you have completed analyzing, organize an essay via one of the methods of organization we have discussed in class to analyze and develop the causes and effects (both positive and negative) that you have found. Remember, your thesis needs to be debatable and your conclusions about what caused these roles and what effects these have on the affected population should be drawn logically from your own analysis.
