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With the wide range of sports available, the fans differ in a number of ways. There are, however, the most common types of fans across all sports. One of these is the super violent fan. This fan is so much into the game that he becomes a threat to his own self as well as others around him/her. This fan gets angered when his/her team is on the losing verge (Angeles). The complete opposite of the violent fan is the game lover. The game lovers only follows one sport and is well equipped and informed about that sport. The types of blogs written by the game lover are so steeped that even the coaches and players sometimes don’t understand what he/she is talking about (Angeles).

 The city fan is another category of sports fan. As the name suggests, this fan only cares about his city and only supports all teams from the lowest league to the biggest league as long as the team is from the city where he comes from. The super fan is a type that follows his team’s activities like a religion. Regardless of the city where the team is located or the sport, this fan can name the full team’s line up including the key subs and even the game strategy they use (Cohen). There is not a single game that this fan misses and he is always loyal to his team.

The social fan takes all sporting events as social events (Cohen). With this excuse, this fan drinks up and wears funny attire in all sporting events that he attends. This fan rarely misses a game. The most controversial a fan is the sports hater. He is always complaining about sports and does not understand why people would, for example, gather to watch several men chase one ball. Despite his hating, he always finds himself watching sports that he knows nothing about (Angeles).
The biggest type of fans is the bandwagon fans. These are the unfaithful fans who apparently happen to form the majority of the sport fans (MCINDOE). As a team grows and becomes more successful, its fan base also grows considerably. This is brought about by the unfaithful fans who “jump into the bandwagon” and all of a sudden become huge followers of the given team. In reality, the bandwagon fans do not essentially follow the statistics of their team or even their games. In some cases, some of these fans are not even fans, they are usually trying to fit in socially. The superstitious fan is another prominent type of fan common in almost every sport. This fan usually has a ‘plan’ that will save the day provided that everyone does as planned. As the game proceeds and things don’t seem to go his way, the superstitious fan will create some even more complicated methods of turning the tables around. They may decide to start chanting in a given manner, perform some rituals and meditations or even start lighting things up. During the game, they are always busy and do not entertain any “stupid questions” posed at them (Cohen). 
There is the “how” fan in existence as well. This is the overly attached fan that keeps questioning misery that will happen in the game for the rest of their lives. For the entire game after his team has made a mistake, this fan will keep asking “how” to an imaginary respondent. The same might even be extended to work, interviews and even events like weddings if the misery was very traumatizing. The question they keep asking will never have an answer. They use it as a way of expressing and releasing their pain (MCINDOE). A more philosophical type of the “how” fan is the “why” fan. Whereas the “how” fan does not demand answers from anybody, the “why” fan skips past formalities and starts questioning the sports gods. To him however, he will always receive the same answer; “because we hate you”.
The over the top meltdown is another emotional fan to his team. When his team loses, anger grips him and he has no idea of how to control it. A loss to his team makes him turn into a complete toddler while reacting. He starts screaming, crying and doing other histrionics regardless of who he is watching the game with. He creates an uncomforting state and it is for this reason that people avoid him during sporting activity. A pessimist is another type of fan that will never miss in a group of fans. This fan becomes a nuisance in the entire game with his predictions of a terrible event to happen. He always insists on his foreseen scenarios and uses his lamentations to create a constant noise in the background. His noise will never stop until the game is over or until somebody else threatens him with physical violence (MCINDOE).
The “I knew it” fan is a braggart that usually talks about his foreseen prediction of the state of events. This fan waits until the game reaches the point where its results are no longer in doubt. It is at this time when the fan starts saying that he knew things would happen that way. Technically, he is speaking to no one in specific but keeps repeating the phrase “I knew it” in an aggravated manner. There is also the yelling fan in the sports fan base. He furiously gestures at a player while yelling the words “what are you doing” like he is some type of a specialist or coach. As the game goes on, this armature analyst identifies and narrows down to one player for criticism. He will always use this criticism in every other replay and most of the commercial break time. His question will never be answered by anybody because nobody knows what the player is actually doing, not even the fan himself (Angeles).
A condescending non fan is a type of fan who has never been a sports fan and does not really care about the game but somehow ends up watching it. Most of the times, this is usually somebody’s significant other who insists on tagging along. They know that it is important for the most popular team to win since everybody wants it to win but they certainly do not know why. After the game is over, the condescending non fan does not fully appreciate what has just happened. When the team of their significant other loses, they try to boost their partner’s spirits by handling them and talking to them like a small child. They become overly sensitive and even start asking questions like, “is it ok to switch the TV to something else?” (MCINDOE)
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
