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Nowadays medical care provides its customers with a clear system of trust based on ethical obligations. We consider the disclosure medical errors to be an obligatory. However, until recently there was no  guidance to the health care professionals of  how, when, where and by whom such  disclosures should be implemented.  In 2001, the international standard of the disclosure medical errors was published. It required that patients or their families should be informed about any medical errors or outcomes (Gallagher, 2007). 

Until that time, many other countries started to work out a similar disclosure system. Australia and United Kingdom were among the first countries that issued their standards on the disclosure medical errors that represented the same issues. Such a convergence in the medical care system is of a great concern in many countries. However, the issue is controversial (Gallagher, 2007). 

Thus, what are the risks and benefits for both sides of this interaction? The disclosures should be provided by the physicians, but there are reasons because of what it is difficult to disclose medical errors. First of all, it is a fear of the legal responsibility. The next is a fear to lose a reputation and as a consequence a loose of patients. There are also some risks of the patients. They might be confused and they might lose a trust to the medical care (Singh, 2010). With the aim to provide safe, clear and trustful atmosphere, the authorities of many countries try to adopt a system of the disclosure medical errors (Cook, 2009).The disclosure should be provided as soon as it possible. The physicians should prepare all the needed information and disclose the medical error taking into consideration all the existing requirements. 

However, there are more benefits than risks. In any case the clear system of trust is better than anything else even if there are risks and negative consequences. Patients gain an opportunity to get a corrective treatment, they start to appreciate the honesty provided by the physicians and, of course, it gives an opportunity to get a compensation. There are also some benefits for the physicians. If they will be sued, the fact that they disclose a medical error will have a positive impact on further decisions in the Court. And the most important thing is that physician implement his/her obligation and ethic responsibility.
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
