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The article “The Baby Think It over Experience to prevent Teen Pregnancy” is about the post intervention measures that can be taken to reduce all forms of pre planned pregnancies. The methods of data collection used in the article were appropriate for the study.  The simulated study was carried out to people who are affected by Teen age pregnancies. The method of collection was effective since it helped to prevent teens from early pregnancies.  The collections of data methods were appropriate since the program become a success in the final analysis. The researchers used both quantitative and qualitative methods in order to achieve accurate information about the research.  Using qualitative method provided the researchers with information while quantitative methods were useful in result analysis. In order to protect the rights of the subjects, the interviewers used several pretests about the knowledge of teens on early pregnancies. Several surveys were also carried out on focused groups to assess the attitudes of several subjects to be used in the study.
Protection of Rights:

Freedom of expression was also protected throughout the study period.  Moreover, the researchers also sought parental permission before engaging the participants in the surveys. 20 percent of participants interviewed declined to fully participate in the research. They were not forced to continue the study as it was solely voluntary. Every individual right of expression was protected as the researchers did not force the participants to engage in any activity.  Alternatively, the survey tool used in collecting data supported validity or reliability of the study.  This is because it was result oriented and engaged subjects through the questionnaire responses. The questions used in the survey documents had a theme. Some of the themes that were tasted during the survey included the family relationships, feelings, parental realities and even behavioral impact in the society (Didion & Gatzke, 2004).
Hypothesis used:

The research provided the audience with many hypotheses about the stimulated strategy. The first hypothesis stated that experience is a successful strategy for making decisions based on realities of parenting. Since the study was more focused on the negative consequences of early pregnancies, it was found that most of the teens who engaged in sexual behavior were not experienced.  A second hypothesis was that teen’s pregnancies can be reduced through introduction of educational programs that display the negative consequences of early sexual behavior.  Although the hypothesis proved to be concrete, it did not provide adequate information about the positive side of teen age pregnancy. Moreover, the hypothesis was null because it lied on the perceptions and attitudes of one gender while ignoring men (Didion & Gatzke, 2004).
Data analysis procedures:

After collection of data from the respondents, it was then taken to the experts for analysis. Nurses and educated medical officials participated in analysis of the collected data. It was analyzed through use of thematic concerns that were observed during the pretests. Analysts used basis data analysis methods such as frequency distribution to achieve the intended objectives. Procedures such as cross tabulation of the variables were used to generate insights. However, at this stage hypothesis testing to analyze regression and correlation of the data variables was carried out.  At this stage, data analyzers eliminated all inaccurate questionnaires as they did not provide indented responses. Identification of inaccurate questionnaires was achieved through the use of 7 point scale that eliminated all invalid questions and responses.
Qualitative and quantitative data analysis methods are used in conducting research. Quantitative data analysis method is focused on questionnaires that provide information that can be analyzed easily. The aforementioned survey methods were examples of quantitative data analysis method.  This method of data analysis is focused on frequencies and numbers rather than experience and meaning.  Researchers use quantitative methods to associate data analysis with experimental and scientific approach in describing depths of presentation of data within a survey.  On the other hand, a qualitative method of analysis is a method of collection of data through the use of descriptions and meanings of information. Qualitative method provides deeper meaning as compared to other research method since they explain the cause and effect of each variable. 
While qualitative method of data collection is concerned with describing events and causes, quantitative method deals with analysis of numbers. Secondly, data in quantitative method is measurable while that of qualitative method cannot be measurable. This is because it is easy to measure digits and numbers as compared to raw information.  Qualitative data relies on interpretation and observation using different sources. Numerical analysis and measurements are used in dealing with qualitative data. As a matter of fact, qualitative data is not accurate since it is depended on people’s opinions. However, quantitative method is more effective since it deals with real measurements.
Limitations of Research:

The research had a lot of limitations that prevented the researchers from achieving their objectives. To begin with, the research lacked a control group hence limiting the application of the study in other real life situations. The survey was only focused on the control group without extending it to larger participants to test its effectiveness. This reduced the chances of the interviewers getting real information about the causes of teenage pregnancies. Moreover, the researchers were gender biased as they focused their analysis on one side of gender. It is undeniable that male participation in issues regarding teen pregnancies is critically crucial.  However, in order to improve future research using simulation techniques, professionals should consider using both genders. This will improve fairness and equality in solving teenage pregnancies since they are a social issue to the society (Didion & Gatzke, 2004).
Conclusion:

In summation, the study found out that simulation model is effective program in preventing teens from early pregnancies. It was found that after using the simulation model, many teens changed their attitude in regards to their sexual behavior. In essence, a simulation model provides realistic roles of parenting in teen age stages. Many teens changed their perceptions and attitudes at the end of the study.  Consequently, simulation method is effective since it’s accompanied by visuals.  Participants in the research had a chance to interact with subjects hence increasing success rates. Teen age girls interacted with parenting realities while evaluating the cause and effect of engaging in reckless sexual behavior. The findings of the research support the intended hypothesis.  In essence, using infant simulator to educate teens on pregnancy and realities of parenting can help to reduce the significant impact of teenage pregnancies at a tender age.
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
