	The students will compare simple characteristics of music.

	EEI (ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS OF INSTRUCTION) - LESSON PLAN ELEMENTS REQUIRED:

	Objective 
	Overall objective of the lesson is to differentiate between two pairs of characteristics of music; fast and slow, and loud and soft. Students will compare the properties by analyzing performances and music.  

	Anticipatory Set


	The class will begin with a 5-minute introductory session where the students will be asked some lessons based on a simple song that they will be requested to sing. To begin with, the students will be asked to identify if the song is quick to dance to or slow and explain their choice.

	Teach Lesson / Model
	Students will be asked to think about various songs that they have listened to recently and some that will be played in class. The students will then be asked to present questions that they about the songs by taking the form of the following pre-phases – who, what, how etc. A video will be played which teaches the music elements of fast, slow, loud and soft and how to identify the elements. 

	Guided Practice


	Using their music books, students will explore further on the music elements by looking at factors such as definition and application. 

	Independent Practice


	The students will be asked to identify fast and slow songs and loud and soft songs that are listed on the white board. This is an individual exercise where the students will come forward identify at least one song that is fast, loud, soft, or slow. 

	Closure


	As a group, the students will analyze the songs on the white board and classify them into the four categories: fast, slow, loud, and soft using the content from the text and video.
