Instructions for the final research paper

Final Paper Due on Canvas by 10pm August 4, 2021 
The final paper consists of an application of a theory (or theories) of emotion and cognition to practice. In the paper, you need to review theories and research as presented in the literature. The literature references must be either peer-reviewed professional articles or scholarly books. References that are not peer-reviewed and professional will not be accepted. If you are not sure about the articles you would like to use, ask me! 

**Referencing the textbook only will not suffice for the final term paper.

The paper will consist of two sections: in the first section you will review the theory (theories) that pertain to your topic (Literature Review). The second section will contain the project or application of theory to practice. Do not use ‘I’ (or ‘we’) in the literature review. In the application part of the paper you may use the first person, i.e., ‘I’.
( Divide the paper into two distinct sections with these headings. 

· Section 1--Theory and Research 

· Section 2--Application.

Do not mix the application section in the body of section 1. It needs to be a separate section. Write so that those who have not read the primary work can understand the theory and its application.
( Use APA style writing, 7th edition for headings, citations, references, etc. 

(a) Font: Arial 11, Calibri 11, Lucida Sans Unicode 10, or Times New Roman size 12 pt. Do not mix fonts – choose one for the entire paper.

(c) 1” margins on all sides

(d) Citing and references rules

( Integrate themes across articles. You are to go beyond the textbook. The textbook should not be relied upon as a source for your paper. Use it very little, if at all, in your paper. The purpose of the paper is to expand beyond the textbook.

( Do not refer to articles unless you have read them. This means, use all primary sources, not secondary sources. It is fine to cite an author’s review of literature. You may cite the author of the review, but do not cite the articles the author refers to within the review unless you have actually read them. You are relying on the reviewer’s interpretation, not the direct source itself. It is permissible to cite the author of the review’s interpretation of an article, but not to cite it as if you have read each individual article.

( Do not use extensive quotes. Try not to quote at all. This paper is supposed to show your understanding, thinking, and analysis skills.

FOCUS, FOCUS, FOCUS--MAKE YOUR POINT OR POINTS THEORETICALLY IN SECTION I. IN SECTION II, FOCUS THE APPLICATION SPECIFICALLY ON THE THEORIES YOU DEVELOPED IN SECTION I.

Grading Rubric

1. Timeliness (i.e. submitting the paper by the due date and time) *Do not wait to the last moment to upload your paper)

2. Quality of the Research Paper and development of thought (full explanation, detail, insight) 

3. Thoughtfulness/Effort. Papers should be written clearly, be relevant to the topic, and show engagement (i.e., not written hastily and crafted with little effort).

	Sources
	Used 7 or more peer-reviewed articles (not including other professional sources in the Application). 
	At least 7 scholarly sources were used but some were not peer-reviewed (not including other professional sources in the Application).
	Fewer than 7 scholarly articles were used, and some were not peer-reviewed (not including other professional sources in the Application).
	Fewer than 7 scholarly articles were used, mostly not peer-reviewed (not including other professional sources in the Application).

	Analysis
	Analyzes & evaluates, issues, concepts, or events, in depth. Shows creative, critical, & reflective thinking. 
	Analyzes issues, concepts, or events, but not in depth. Shows some creative, critical, & reflective thinking.
	Lacks clear analysis of issues, concepts, or events. Lacks creative, critical, & reflective thinking.
	Paper is vague, irrelevant, and/or has inaccurate information.

Fails to demonstrate creative, critical or reflective thinking. 

	Evidence/Citing
	Incorporates detailed information & examples. Cites fully & correctly in support of statements/arguments.
	Incorporates information but not consistently and/or not in detail. Mostly, cites fully & correctly in support of statements/arguments.
	Incorporates general but not detailed information. Lacks concrete examples or includes inaccurate information. Does not cite fully and/or correctly in support of statements/arguments.

	Writing & Organization
	Information is organized & presented clearly. Sources selected are relevant to the focus of the paper.


	Information is mostly organized & presented clearly. Sources selected seem to be relevant to the focus of the paper but the relevance is not clear.
	Information lacks focus & organization, which interferes with comprehension. Some of the sources selected seem to be relevant to the focus of the paper but the relevance is not clear. 
	Information is vague, not organized, and difficult to follow. Sources selected do not seem relevant to the focus of the paper.

	Style
	Proof-read & edited. Smooth & logical transition between paragraphs. Logical order of statements & arguments.
	Contains few grammatical & spelling errors. In general, smooth transition between paragraphs. Logical order of statements & arguments.
	Requires proof-reading & editing. Some issues with the flow of the paper & transitions between paragraphs.
	Major grammatical & spelling issues, which interfere with comprehension. Lacks flow & logical transition between paragraphs & statements. Focus of paper is not clear.
